Scholarship Particulars

1. The scholarship disbursement, up to $7,500 each
semester, will be determined by HSF by taking the
Total Cost of Attendance including tuition, fees, room,
board, books, supplies, personal and transportation
costs; then deducting the total dollar amount of ALL
scholarships, awards, grants, waivers, and institution
provided work study.

2. The disbursement amount will be adjusted each
semester to offset the expiration or loss of other
scholarships, awards, grants, waivers, or institution
provided work-study.

3. The scholarship is renewable for up to three
additional consecutive semesters if the recipient
fulfills the scholarship criteria and attends the
mandatory workshop.

4. First year recipients will receive $2,000 to purchase
essential items for college not covered by the
scholarship; such as a computer, printer, cell phone,
clothing, bedding, and office supplies.

The Hagan Scholarship Foundation was
established in 2008.
